REORGANIZATION

Mr. Lambert made a motion to appoint Mr. Rembert as Chairman for 2016. The delay has been
that Mr. Lambert has been unable to attend the previous meetings this year.

There were not enough Regular Members to vote on the Vice-Chairman position at this meeting,
so that will be done at the next meeting.

Mr. Lambert made a motion to keep the same date and time for the Zoning Hearing Board
Meetings. Mr. Rembert seconded the motion and it carried.

PUBLIC HEARING
HCB Foundry, LLC

This agenda item is consideration of the application of HCB Foundry, LLC for a variance to
Article 245, Section 191.C.1.(d) of the Zoning Ordinance for the aggregate surface area of signs
at The Old Mill Shopping Center, zone C-2.

Jonathan Kamin and Andy Boyd were present in support of this application.

The signage requested is for additional retail store building within a shopping center located in
excess of 500 feet from Old Mill Boulevard and Washington Road/Route 19. The structure will
front the shopping center parking lot but will configured to face south/southwest, enabling
visibility of both the front and rear of the building from Old Mill Boulevard and Washington
Road/route 19. The applicant seeks to install business identification signage on the front and rear
of the structure in order to maximize visibility and thereby facilitate the safe and efficient flow of
vehicular traffic from Washington Road/Route 19, as well as in and around the shopping Center,.
The aggregate surface area of all of the signage (4 signs total; 2 in front, two in back of structure)
is 389.60 feet.

The Zoning Ordinance states “in the case of a shopping center where buildings are set back from
the street a distance in excess of 500 feet, the aggregate surface area of all wall signs for a
business shall not exceed 2.5 square feet for each lineal foot of width of the front wall of the
building or a maximum of 125 square feet, whichever is less.”
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Mr. Rembert asked Mr. Kamin what the hardship is regarding this application.

Mr. Kamin responded that the hardship is the size limit of the signs; the ability to see the signs
from the road and an aesthetics issue.

Mr. Kamin also stated that they will not be requesting any other signs for this building.

After further discussion, Mr. Lambert made a motion to table this item and have the applicant
return with a site plan, list of tenants and the particulars of the proposed signs. The motion was
seconded by Mr. Rembert and carried.

ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Mr. Lambert, seconded by Mr. Stewart, to adjourn the meeting at 7:55
